“I am afraid that I am not in a position to be able to offer advice on how Parish Councils spend their CIL receipts.
Once the money has been paid over to the Parish it is their responsibility to ensure that the money is spent in accordance with CIL Regulation 59C, which reads:

‘A local council (parish council) must use CIL receipts passed to it in accordance with Regulation 59A or 59B to support the development of the local council’s area, or any part of that area, by funding – 
1. The provision, improvement, replacement, operation or maintenance of infrastructure; or
1. Anything else that is concerned with addressing the demands that development places on an area.’

The spending of CIL receipts by the parish council is not ‘authorised’ by TDBC but, as you are no doubt aware, an annual report has to be submitted each year by each parish council for publication on the TDBC website. This is to ensure transparency of collection and spending of CIL for the general public. In this annual report the spending of CIL by each parish must be itemised and each item does need to ‘address the demands that development places on an area’. Therefore, as long as the parish are satisfied that they can justify the spending of their CIL receipts in accordance with this Regulation to TDBC and their local community should they be asked to do so, they are responsible for making the decision.

It is not essential to do so but the parish may wish to consider consulting the local community on the most appropriate use of CIL receipts to develop an understanding of the infrastructure priorities in your area.”  Rebecca Staddon CIL Officer 15.11.2016
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
