CHEDDON FITZPAINE PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held at 7.00pm on Thursday, 13 October, 2016
in the Memorial Hall Committee Room.
Present:  Cllrs Webber, Batsch, Durham, Isaacs, Thompson.  D Cllr Cavill, and WM Clerk T Cavill.
1. Apologies for Absence:  SCC Cllrs Fothergill, Adkins, D Cllrs Tucker, Townsend, Parrish, Cllr Woollacott.
2. DPIs – None
3. The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 8 September 2016:  It was resolved to approve unanimously and signed by the Chairman.
PUBLIC QUESTION TIME:  no members of the public present
4. Village Agent:  The Community Council of Somerset, to which the Parish subscribes, set up Village Agents as a conduit between parishes and services that are available.  For the first time, Cheddon Fitzpaine has an agent, Gary Larsen, appointed in September 2016 to cover six parishes across to Bradford on Tone.  Gary Larsen attended the PC meeting to introduce himself, and was invited to the Coffee Morning to be held on 15 October 2016 at Mary Gunning’s home to meet parishioners.
5. Neighbourhood Plan – next meeting postponed until 18 October 2016. 
6. Cheddon Ward issues: Dog Pooh & Pink Spray Cans – an increasing problem of dog pooh not being picked up resulted in notices being displayed throughout the parish giving advice.  The cost of more cans to be considered at the Precept meeting for 2017-18.
Cheddon School: Clerk received letter from BT advising of possibility of faster broadband for the school and surrounding area.  Clerk instructed to invite Matt Lloyd to next parish council meeting.
School Watercourse:  Following flushing of reservoir, and Wessex Water clearing the debris from the headwall, clerk contacted TDBC to request silt removed from stream beside school entrance.  Information received to clarify SCC ‘school grounds maintenance contract’ covers this work which is scheduled for November.
7. Maidenbrook Ward issues: Adoption update: No information received from Bovis/Taylor Wimpey as previously promised.  Clerk to follow up.  
Watercourse to Sheep Dip: Clerk has met Environment Agency (John Viney) & SCC Flood Risk Management Engineer (Didier Lebrun) on two occasions on site and walked upstream to assess waterflow.  Permission obtained from Crown.  ‘Maidenbrook’ Stream flows north south uninterrupted.  A weir marked adjacent to Northwalls Grange site does not now exist.  The channel of water flowing to the sheep dip/pond is silted up.  Discussion continues as to best way forward to reinstate flow; without causing flooding.  Clerk to follow up.
Maidenbrook stream clearance:  Clerk received information for three areas in Attenuation pond area to be cleared by EA as part of their annual programme.  This information has not been available in previous years.
8. Northwalls Grange/Summerleaze/Stoney Furlong:
David Wilson Homes DWH:  information was received stating the pile-driving would finish at the end of October 2016 and recommence autumn 2017.  Approx half the buildings have been pile-driven, and approx. 20% will not need to be built by this method, thereby reducing the future noise nuisance factor.

Knightstone Housing:  Cllr Batsch and Clerk met Shona Stone, Community Empowerment Office, Knightstone to discuss future events on Stoney Furlong.  Knightstone funding continues at present, and it was agreed that the Parish Council would supports events when available.  Next event:  24 October 2016  Rounders       2-4pm.  The Mayor has been invited as on previous years.  Grass requested to be cut in advance of date, though DLO cuts prevent collection of grass.
Street Light repair at SF POS:  one light replaced, and another requested to be reinstated.
Health & Wellbeing Grant:  It was resolved unanimously to pay £1850.00 to TDBC DLO to purchase two picnic tables and erect on concrete bases. (The grant was received from Cllr Adkins in 2015).  
9. Crown/Hestercombe/Gadds:  Smithsgore name now replaced by Savills.  Clerk to note and amend website.
Wessex Water flushing: WW representatives have advised Mrs Musgrave and Clerk of flushing events, and of their intention to keep water channels free of debris.  Cllr Thompson noted water flows through her property and notices change in water levels.
HGT Community Advisory Group met on 4 October 2016. Notes attached as addendum. Discussion included the repair of the Memorial Hall drive potholes, and the need for a School Car Park on the LHS of the Hall drive.
10. Highways: White lines in Upper Cheddon to be painted; Yellow lines zigzags by school, and Summerleaze white lines to be undertaken shortly by Skanska.
Road Closures:  West Monkton 21.10.2016 for two weeks – and subsequently Camels Hump by WW.
		Selworthy Road on 24.10.2016 for two days for resurfacing.
SIDs : 	Nerrols Drive – October date for installation moved to 5 December 2016.	
Yallands Hill:  Results show median speed at 37mph, and 85% speed calculated at 46mph.  Results taken leaving the village to measure the effect of traffic through village whilst the A38 is closed by developers for Monkton Heathfield.
Route 60+ Road Safety talk in Memorial Hall, 12 October 2016.  17 attendees – very useful powerpoint reminding car drivers to consider safety points.

Discussions continue with West Somerset Council & TDBC as to the way forward for the merger.
DLO relocation to Wellington ahead of schedule.  Current DLO site to be sold to Land Rover.
Brittons Ash Community Hall BACH being handed over to West Monkton Parish Council, and two Open Mornings 27/28 October being arranged.
Taunton:  Coal Orchard Planning Application is being considered, and Firepool discussions continue.

Electoral Boundary Review
“Following the discussions of the merger between Taunton Deane BC and West Somerset DC, The Local Boundary Commission have been asked by TDBC to consider suspending the current electoral review. If we do suspend the review, we’ll let you and the other parishes know and give public notice through our website and press releases.”
Village Agent – Gary Larsen appointed September 2016 (reported above)
CCS CIL briefing Edgar Hall 6.10.16:  WM & Cheddon clerks attended the full day briefing on a variety of topics, including CIL and NALC Capping Consultation.
Parish Play Area Grant 2016-17 – Information received regarding match-funding from TDBC for 2017-18
Clerks Appraisal – undertaken by Chairman Sept 2016
Ann Rhodes, TDBC: 2 November meeting, Cllr Durham to attend parish discussion group and report at next parish council meeting.
16.  Finance:  Grant Thornton External Audit received 15.9.2016.  All signed off.  Clerk to note that ‘the Order of Signing the Annual Governance Statement, and Accounting Statements, must be Minuted separately.  Period for the exercise of Public Rights;  clerk had miscalculated 30 working days for 30 days.
‘The Parish Council published its Notice indicating the period for the exercise of public rights commenced on 15 June 2016 and ended on 15 July 2016.  This is less than the 30 working days as required by the Regulations.  For any days under those 30 working days, a member of the public has been denied their rights in respect of objection, inspection and questioning of the external auditor.  As the external auditor to Cheddon Fitzpaine Parish Council, this year we have withheld our certification of the Annual Return until the end of the correct 30 work day notice period to ensure that public rights are not perceived to be denied due to an incorrect Notice.
In the future, the Parish Council must ensure that it complies with the Local Audit and Accountability Act 2014 and the Accounts and Audit Regulations 2015 to ensure that the dates for the exercise of public rights are properly calculated and published and cover a single period of 30 working days.  The Parish Council should also consider the impact of this failure on its disclosures in the 2016/17 Annual Return’.  Invoice of £100 not received to date.
NALC Capping consultation- closes on 28 October 2016 regarding capping to 1.99% or £5 for 2017-18.  Clerk to draft a reply for Parish Councillors to consider before forwarding.  In essence, with SCC & TDBC cutting back on services, the Parishes will need to provide services.  The capping is regarded as stringent and would potentially leave the parish ineffective in its duties if this proposal becomes law.
Burial & Footpath Grant £520 received from TDBC.  It was resolved unanimously to forward £320 to Cheddon Fitzpaine Parochial Church Council for the Burial Grant.

Marcial Hill welcomed everyone.  No formal agenda.  Discussions include:

HGT – PW
· Sandilands Wood: ongoing work for 5 years to thin and remove larch to allow light in.
· Crab apple trees being grown to order, planted 15’ from drive edge Autumn 2017
· Parish Chairman asked who is responsible for the drive maintenance (South Lodge to Memorial Hall) as potholes are appearing.  	
· The Memorial Hall has Right of Access and as such the responsibility rests with the Users to maintain the drive.  
· Parents of the School park at drop off/pick up time, as do users of the Hall.
· A suggestion to get quotes, and then establish where funds can be found.
A plan for an additional car park adjacent to the school could not be funded
· A plan for a ‘second’ car park at the Memorial Hall has stalled due to legal matters. 
· LB stated the Crown is not holding up the process and that it would be useful if definitive lines could be agreed.
· NC suggested that with the agreement of LB and PW the size of the second carpark should be planned. An estimate for a stoned CP might be circa, stone @ £2-2.5k could be obtained, and including a JCB and driver @ £1.5k, it could be surfaced for £5k.  Grants could be applied for.
· Obtaining the land and permission to proceed to be sought.
· IC offered to make a plan for the car park to meet approval with Crown & HGT.
· All in agreement there is a ‘Need’ and to ‘Plan’ for the carpark.

School - JW 
· Zigzags will be repainted outside school, and new zigzags put on opposite side of road
· 30mph now from Goosenford to South Lodge, and around bend to bottom of Pitchers Hill.
· SIDs (speed indicator devices) continue to monitor excessive speed in Rowford, and it is still not safe for children to walk on the roads.
· A request to quantify the number of ‘school’ cars would assist planning the size of second car park.
· Government funds ‘energy saving’ but not ‘capital’ projects
· The MAT school has no money for repairing the driveway (pupil premiums vary countrywide, and locally receives less than the Government average, despite being one of the best schools in Taunton)
· Suggested allocating funds from CIL 123 list (and/or Parish Council contribution).
· MH suggested funds may be obtained from TDBC Community Fund.

Neighbourhood Plan: JW/NC
· Questionnaires were sent March 2016.  Good response rate. Data being analysed.
· Four writing groups (housing, employment, transport, and environment) putting aims and objectives together with services of a consultant.
· NP to be finished by end 2016, before going to TDBC, and Inspector before the Referendum in May 2017 to coincide with County elections.
· Once NP ratified, CIL will increase from 15% - 25% for parish use.

Country Park: IC
· TDBC Masterplanning is running alongside the NP, and incorporates the Country Park.
· Contact with Viridor and other willing partners is moving ahead.
· NP must be achievable and adhere to TDBC plans.
· Parishes must produce CIL 123 list, and the money used for the benefit of the new developments and wider community.
· Suggested a virtual footpath on road at Rowford and possible traffic calming.
· A question was raised about whether street lights are possible in a conservation area.
· NC mentioned the EA are looking to ‘Slow The Flow’ in the Upper Tone.
· Clerk reported meeting with EA, and SCC Flood Risk Manager Didier Lebrun DL (re water supply to Maidenbrook Sheep Dip Pond). 
· DL letter to report possibility of catching water in area of Brook east of Nerrols for consideration.

Memorial Hall: ML
· Chairman reported a letter was sent to all users of the hall regarding parking.
· Caretaker meets all large users of the hall to explain the exact parking area to be used.
· The situation has improved during 2016, and PW of HGT appreciative of the Hall’s attempts to improve the parking problems.

South Quantock Heritage Trail – PJ
· This covers four churches of Kingston St Mary, Broomfield, Cheddon & West Monkton.
· Information is linking the churches within the area to other points of interest.
· Particularly important with the new WM estates being built
· Rights of Way:  signposting the trail requires costs, and WM/CF parishes have been approached for budget in 2017/18.
· Sensory Garden:  suggestions made, but possibility of the new school at West Monkton, or WM churchyard.
· Suggest contacting South West Wildlife as Nick Tomlinson has funds available.
