Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held at 7.00pm on Thursday 8 September 2016 
in the Memorial Hall Committee Room
Draft Minutes awaiting approval
Present: Cllrs Webber, Woollacott, Batsch, Durham & Thompson, SCC Cllr Fothergill, D Cllrs Cavill & Townsend, 
WM Clerk T Cavill.   Clerk:  J Pearson.  One member of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence: SCC Cllr Adkins, D Cllr Tucker & Parrish, Cllr Isaacs,
2. DPIs – Cllr Batsch is Chairman of the Crown Medical Centre Patients Group.
3. The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 14 July 2016. It was resolved to approve unanimously. 
4. Cheddon Fitzpaine & West Monkton Film Club:  Chris Dalton was welcomed to the meeting and he explained how the Film Club came into being.  Moviola supply films to rural cinemas and Cheddon Hall Committee had had a similar aim, the Management are very welcoming, the hall has excellent facilities and is the centre of the community within the four parishes.   Any profit is divided between West Monkton, Cheddon Fitzpaine and the Film Club. The Film Club require funds for a new projector and laptop cable; currently an aged personal laptop is being used.  West Monkton Parish Council have contributed £300 towards the estimated £2,000 needed.  Cabling and wiring are approx. half the cost, installation of the projector hung from the ceiling will take a day to install and the hall being very accommodating.  Cllr Thompson spoke of the fantastic community project and recommends support.  Reassurance was given regarding insurance and that damage was unlikely at 4m height.  It was resolved to approve £300 grant towards the new projector.  Proposed:  Cllr Webber, seconded:  Cllr Batsch. All in agreement.  Chris Dalton thanked the Councillors for their time, their support and appreciated the Parish contribution to this community initiative.
5. Heritage Trail.  Kevin Davenport was welcomed to the meeting to explain the future plans and possible funding needs for the HT.  Funds had been sought for WM St Augustine Church repairs and received from the Lottery, SW Diocese, Viridor Credits and donations from legacies.  Conditions included unifying the four churches, significant buildings or areas within the four parishes which resulted in the idea of a Heritage Trail.  WM and CF have embraced the project, with help required to establish the footpath routes. The project is being called South Quantock Heritage Trail, with support from the Benefice.  Bearing in mind Selworthy School is within the area, a Sensory Garden is sought; Hestercombe and Fyne Court have been ruled out.  A suggestion was made to locate this at the new West Monkton Primary School.  It is anticipated that funds will be required for footpath signage and £500 may be required during 2017-2018.  This to be considered at the next PC budget setting.  Cllr Fothergill suggested Rights of Way Officer may be able to assist with plaques, and to talk to WPA Trust as funds can be granted for projects that ‘get children active’.    Also, Public Health may have pockets of land that would be suitable for the sensory garden.  Kevin Davenport thanked the Parish Councillors for their time and support.

Public Question Time – 
Flytipping:  large items, and trailer loads of soil have been deposited recently on Pitchers Hill, Volis Hill and Cat Lane.  All locations reported to DLO for collection.
Gadds Valley:  Tree blocking path has been cleared.
Gadds Silt Trap:  Wessex Water sent Lorry with a grab to clear trap and remove silt upstream.
Wessex Water:  Flushing of reservoir.  The above all need cleaning out again.  Clerk to action asap.
Cheddon School:  debris by watercourse and grill adjacent to road.  Clerk to inform WW asap.
Resurfacing of Upper Cheddon Lane:  It was reported the recent surface dressing has covered the drains.  Cllr Fothergill to report to Highways for action. 
      	Reports:  SCC Cllr D Fothergill:
-Buses:	Currently no buses from West Monkton to Taunton.  Cllr Fothergill and SCC Highways Transport Commissioner John Perrott met West Monkton residents on 7.9.2016 to understand their plight since Webbers ceased. The first half of the S106 Transport money is due shortly from WM Developers and this will fund the creation of a new bus service.  It is looking to run from WM, Crown Medical Centre, Taunton Town Centre, and Musgrove Hospital.
-Station Road, Taunton:  Closed 19 September 2016 for a week to reinstate train bridge.  Northern Inner Distributor Road (NIDR) to open by end of 2016.
-Traffic Regulation Order (TRO):  This is being sought regarding the parking restrictions on the NIDR. 
-Consultation re Junction 25:  events taking place on 19 Sept at Ruishton, and 21 Sept at Library. 
-Roadside Mirrors:  Request for information given to local resident.
TDBC:  Cllr N Townsend:
-Firepool Planning Application refused.  Plans will be amended and resubmitted.
-West Somerset merger:  WS approved on 7.9.2016 combining District Council with TDBC approx. c2019.
-Name:  Councils will possibly disband and one new council formed.
-Secretary of State supports the proposals.

6. Neighbourhood Plan report: WM Clerk:
-The writing groups are working well and draft policies have been forwarded to consultant Mark Pollock.  
-Chairman liaising with TDBC Ann Rhodes to provide documentary support.
-SWOT:  two schools have provided answers, two schools to follow
-CCS undertaking a business survey
-Bat survey required
-Green park discussions progressing well.
-Regulation 123 emerging, which will show where the CIL money will be spent.
-Funding:  Locality Grant of approx. £6,000 received, which it is anticipated will cover all foreseen costs at present.

      7.	Cheddon Ward: 	
Rev Mary Styles was welcomed and installed at West Monkton Church on 3 August 2016 as Rector for four parishes (West Monkton, Kingston St Mary, Broomfield & Cheddon Fitzpaine).  Her arrival has relieved the overstretched Benefice team; she is settling in well both at the Rectory at Heathfields and in her Ministry.
Flytipping:  New arrangements are being brought in at the Recycling Centre regarding permits for Trailers in order to reduce congestion.
8.  Maidenbrook Ward: 
Adoption:  TW believe the dispute over boundary lines has been clarified and the legal papers in process of being completed. 
Waterleaze Play Area:  TW have completed the works and the new Play Area is being well used.
New Nerrols:  Pile driving has caused some upset.  Parish Councillors have contacted DWH developers, and TDBC Environmental Health.  A schedule of work has been obtained, understanding that work will continue until November when the rig will go off-site.  Some residents undertaking Noise diaries.
Cllr Woollacott awaiting formal reply from TDBC Julie Moore, regarding S106 Condition 02 which has received approval, though Condition 11 regarding drainage does not appear to have been approved.
Air Glider installed at Shaulders/Cashford Gate:  for 9-10 yrs old children.  This was the last portion of money from Upper Manor Farm Barns S106.
Stoney Furlong: Picnic Tables to be ordered next month 
Bollards off Nerrols Drive: The final bollard was installed 15 July 2016 and is believed to have deterred one set of travellers.
9. Crown/Hestercombe/Gadds:
Cllr Webber spoke of the Crown selling properties. It appears the Crown will sell a large number of properties with sitting tenants to one company who will manage the tenancies.
Gadds Valley:  Clerk has reported rotten gate post at Gadds Bottom to Crown for reinstatement.
10. Highways: 
30mph sign installed by South Lodge at lower end of Pitchers Hill to reduce speed of traffic approaching the bend and school.
School:  extra yellow zigzag lines to be placed opposite the school.  
Pyrland Farm to Rowford: white lines remarked after five years.
Summerleaze: Dragons teeth whitened on humps!  White lines to follow shortly.
Buses: (or lack of).  Following residents in West Monkton being ‘trapped’ after the cessation of Webbers bus service, Cllr Fothergill met residents and there is a possibility of a new service by the end of the year.
