Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held at 7.00pm on Thursday 9 June 2016 in the Memorial Hall Committee Room

1. Apologies for Absence: SCC Cllr Adkins (holiday), D Cllr Tucker (business), Cllr Isaacs (holiday)
2. DPIs – none
3. The Minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting held on 12 May 2016.  With one minor amendment, (item 13 – to remove ‘early’ before 2017), it was resolved unanimously to approve the minutes.
4. Public Question Time – no members of the public present.
Police Report: (brought up the agenda to allow PCSO T Wearmouth to leave early):
· For Information:  to access recorded incidents or cirmes go to:  www.police.uk/crime, and click on Taunton West (ie covers northern portion of Cheddon parish, similarly for West Monkton covering   Maidenbrook area).
· Following reports of speeding motorcycles in Hall area, PCSO investigated.  4x4 vehicle seen leaving the nearby field, and on investigation cannabis plants were found growing protected by wire mesh.  The plants are now in custody!  Good community policing!
· TW attended the vehicle accident outside The Vicarage (near Cheddon Forge) in early June.  A speeding car crashed into the stone wall causing partial destruction, before spinning and catching fire as evidenced by the tarmac.  Subsequently, Police have given the property owner the details of the car owner in order to reclaim for the damaged stone wall.  
· Travellers:  in the area at Hatch Beauchamp.
· Laser pointed at car driver:  Cllr Batsch reported an incident, and was advised to evaluate Risk Assessment if reoccurance.  No hesitation should be made if situation to drivers is potentially harmful, so call 999. 
TDBC Cllr Townsend:
· East Street closed – traffic can use East Reach
· Blackbrook Swimming Pool due to have ‘soft’ opening in July, and fully functional in August.
· Wifi – Town centre is expected to go ‘live’ soon.
5. Neighbourhood Plan: WM Clerk reported: Invoice received from Mark Pollock, Planning Consultant re April work.  Clerks had discussed situation regarding ‘accounting’ for each parish and requested that MP send each parish separate invoice in order that VAT could be recovered separately.  This work not covered by Locality grant.  The rules have been changed to a total of £9,000 overall, and £5,840 has already been received.  It was unanimously resolved to approve the invoice for £187 + vat for MP.  The projected future costs are variable; but dependent on how much assistance the Writing Groups require, Specialist help possibly for the Bat Survey, and to balance this with the Locality ‘Six-month Notice to Spend time’.  
· Writing groups are progressing well.
· West Monkton had undertaken two SWOT tests at Spring Fair, and Heathfield School.  
· Cheddon had undertaken similar at Stoney Furlong sports afternoon, and forthcoming Village Tea Party.
· A writer will be required to interlink the sections for conformity.  Cllr Batsch could assist.
· Bishops Lydeard & Cothelstone Neighbourhood Plan, following their Referendum, had received 100% approval at TDBC Scrutiny meeting, and it will progress to TDBC Full Council.
6. Cheddon Ward: Footpath behind Church – TDBC Ian Clarke reports the path has been repaired.
7. Maidenbrook Ward: 
Advertising signs:  TDBC Enforcement Officer following up especially signs at Medical Centre roundabout.
Adoption:  Clerk requested update from TDBC – awaiting report.
Waterleaze Play Area:  Awaiting railings to complete the refurbishment.
New Nerrols:  Groundworks ongoing
Tudor Park:  reports of Developer creating new access to A3259 and lorries undertaking dangerous manoeuvres onto highway.  Clerk to contact Planning Officer.
Stoney Furlong:  Knightstone Housing Sports Afternoon successful.  Football, bat and ball games undertaken, including ‘making smoothie drinks using pedal cycle power’.  Clerk undertook assessment for siting of two new picnic benches and to forward information to TDBC Leisure Officer.  Cllr Batsch undertook NP SWOT test; useful comments from local residents.
Grass Cutting:  Three attempts taken to receive a satisfactory grass cut for the football pitch by TDBC DLO.
Bollards off Nerrols Drive:  Skanska has locked the two bollards and it is believed to have deterred a visiting group of Travellers.  Clerk to contact SCC Highways regarding 3rd bollard.
8. Crown Estate:  none
9. Hestercombe House & Garden Trust: It was reported that HGT had received a loan of £40,000 from TDBC for the Art Gallery over three years.
10. Highways: D Cllr Cavill, Cllr Woollacott, and both parish clerks met Jane Newell, Head of Commissioning for Transport and John Perrett, Transport Manager to discuss bus routes, stops and shelters in both parishes.
· No bus service from West Monkton at present; Webbers bus services ceased.
· Gap in the system on A3259.  The only statutory role of SCC is to provide a service to schools.
· A suggestion to commission a new service incorporating Creech St Michael, West Monkton, Crown Medical Centre to town.
· SCC cannot fund bus services; the routes need to be commercially sustainable.  
· Money from the new WM houses/Persimmon could support the transport system
· A new route takes 56 days to register before a service can begin.
· DWH (£70k for bus furniture finance) may be reallocated to provide the second bus shelter, and ashphalt footpath at CMC/A3259.
· Cllr Batch part of the Patient Participation Group at the CMC – and to note bus service situation.
· Community Bus Service link will be provided to Clerk to publicise.
· Route 60+:  Cllr Batsch has secured a date in October for lecture.
11. Reports:  SCC Cllr Fothergill: 
Traffic lights have been removed at East Street, East Reach to remain open.  Pedestrians will use two crossing points instead of the current three.
Rapid Transit Bus Link on A3259 being considered
Train Station:  Bridge removed; will be reinstated in autumn, allowing Inner Distributor road to open.
Creech Castle:  LEP funding of £6.9m to create a ‘hamburger’ style roundabout
TDBC – as above
School, Hall, Heritage Trail, Church:  no reports
Pastoral Care:  Cllr Thompson’s coffee morning was well attended and very successful with 25 people taking part.  The idea is to extend the Community Coffee Mornings throughout the parish in small groups.

In the absence of guidance from the Planning Department, the Parish Council of Cheddon Fitzpaine make the comments below: (3.6.2016)
Background Information:
1. Cheddon Fitzpaine Parish Council are replying in respect of the area of land off Kingston Road within the Parish boundary of Cheddon Fitzpaine which was originally designated Light Industrial Units.
1. This area has been excluded from the ongoing Neighbourhood Plan because the anticipated result of this planning application will be received before the Verification of the joint NP with West Monkton Parish Council (approx. May 2017).
1. The Parish Council has not been informed of the change of use from Light Industrial Units to Residential Use; and would wish to know of the reasons for this change of thought.
1. The retention of opportunities for Industrial Use would be welcomed.   The comments received from analysis of the NP indicate Starter Units to be preferred.

(14.6.2016) Following a public open meeting at Kingston St Mary on 7 June 2016, and the Parish Council meeting of Cheddon Fitzpaine on 9 June 2016, the following comments were raised which I have been asked to forward to your office for inclusion with the above application:
1. It is noted that the report by the TDBC Tree Officer David Galley seeks to protect the TPOs on trees in Kingston Road particularly in the vicinity of the proposed roundabout at Okehills.  This area falls within the Parish of Cheddon Fitzpaine Parish and Parish Councillors support the Tree Officer’s comments.
1. Similarly, the CPRE report regarding retaining hedgerows.

48/14/0031 - CONSTRUCTION OF NEW ROAD LINK BETWEEN A38 AND A3259 TO SOUTH WEST OF MONKTON HEATHFIELD (OPTION 1) the above proposal has been withdrawn on the 01 June 2016.

· The application to the Transparency Fund for projector for laptop was negated as the parameters have now changed.
