Maidenbrook  Although the adoption saga still grinds on, Taylor Wimpey believe the situation over boundary lines has now been clarified and legal aspects are approaching completion.  They (TW) have finished the new Waterleaze Play Area and it is being well used.

Nerrols  Pile-driving for the Northwalls Grange development is causing significant upset to residents of Nerrols and Maidenbrook, some of whom are keeping noise diaries.  Your Parish Council has made several approaches to David Wilson Homes and TDBC Environmental Health but the developer does not appear to be in breach of any legislative or regulatory restrictions.  According to their current schedule, the current piling phase continues until November.

Highways
The 30mph speed limit (with new signage) has been extended from Cheddon Fitzpaine Church School around the sharp bends towards the bottom of Pitcher's Hill / Extra yellow zig-zag lines have been agreed for opposite Cheddon Fitzpaine Church School /  The white lines on the road from Pyrland Farm to Rowford have been re-marked having reached the end of their 5-year service life /  The ‘dragons teeth’ warning markings on Nerrols speed humps have been re-painted – the other white lines will be done shortly / The Travel Somerset website provides rolling information on highways at www.travelsomerset.co.uk

Recycling Centre changes
Venture Way Recycling Centre operator, Viridor, has announced new restrictions on trailer/van access effective from 3rd October.  Their stated aim is to make service more user-friendly for the vast majority of existing site customers using cars (including estates, 4x4s, people carriers, campervans), who will not be affected in any way (except to find shorter queues from 3 October).
